Further,
nationwide reciprocal benefits are included through MAP with the exception of FWMoA’s reciprocal
programs, but those benefits are available with a price upgrade when purchasing MAP through
FWMOoA.

The
Museum Access Pass is an affordable way to engage with the diverse offerings of the cultural and
educational resources in our city,” said FWMoA President & CEO Charles Shepard.

MAP will be available for purchase at each location and through each of the organizations’ websites
beginning November 1.
